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1. The main message of the article is that creativity is best achieved not through independent isolation, but through interaction and collaboration between multiple people. 

2. The most important message for me in this article is social creativity supported by individual reflection. I find that if I have time to brainstorm and then bring my ideas to a group the ideas become, not only refined but rather expanded upon. The end product of our collaboration becomes much better than the original idea. I have never been a creative; I can merely take a base frame and expand upon it. So social creativity is important to me, because that is where the frame comes from. Through collaboration we support our strengths and weaknesses.
3. The system I remember most is probably group scribble, simply because I had a lot of complaints about it, but overall it was an interesting system. The system is essentially a computerized chalkboard that uses post-it notes and allows all users to participate. The system allows some room for social creativity, but deters from it at the same time. A user can create a post-it note and everyone can see it and critique it but putting up their own post-it notes. It is semi-anonymous so that users are not afraid to post their thought. The problem I have with the system is that gives too much freedom in areas where the users should not have, yet not enough freedom in areas where the users need freedom. For example not all users have to be on the same page as the instructor. The instructor does not have enough power to control everyone. Yet post-it notes are not the best medium for creativy, so the users are limited by what they can put on post-it notes. Overall it is an interesting system and I do believe that it will get better.
4. I do not have a “most creative thing” that I have ever done in my life. My life has been made up by small amounts of creativity. I have found that I am unhappy with things that are made by other people and I want to do it myself. When I was younger I bought a temporary tattoo and it was not great so I figured I could do it myself. I went online and did a lot of research and then bough all the equipment. I started doing these temporary tattoos on myself and all my friends, and eventually started a business where I did them at parties. Every tattoo I would customize for the location and colors. Once I had a frame for what the customer wanted and in what colors I would see the best way to do it and blend the colors. I also did this with stickers, beer, and soon to be screen printing. I have never been creative, but I try.

5. The most creative thing I have don in the DLC class would probably be in our independent research. Corey and I were trying to think of a topic that would benefit us along with the class, but design was a hard topic for us. We could have gone the route in doing many small case studies but we figured that we wanted to relate the project to the independent research and not only find small examples, but a long term extensive case study. Though this we came up with our ides to design out something and study ourselves researching and building it. The is a difficult process of brainstorming and thinking.
