The author worries about the worth of the human life in the future. His some assumption draws two gloomy images of future, due to the new technologies. One possibility is machines might be permitted to make all their decision without human oversight and the other is human control over the machines might be retained. Several reasonable citation support his opinion.
His concerning is quite reasonable and understandable. In several decades, human beings may face the danger of extinct due to the machines. Abuse of the power repeats in the history and the new power is as danger as thousand times of past ones.
I agree with the situation of uncontrolled self replicate. As cellular phone is more popular than 20 years ago, the robot will be one of the necessaries in future also. For the future life, the GNR will rise as the author described. In a near future, genetics, nanotechnology and robotics get evolutions. I am a techno-utopist. Even though the NBC has power to destruct, we use them quite safe until now and we have lots of benefits from them. The GNR also can be used in control. Robots may replace us at simple work, but not in our life. We, human beings, have emotion and it is out of the area of the machine reasoning.
