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The most important resources for my research now are the followings for finding the literature and recent works in different areas of computer science and cognitive science

1. IEEE and ACM digital library

2. Science Direct

3. MIT CogNet

4. Springer Readingroom

All three of these resources give access to many of the current and most creditable journals in these areas. MIT CogNet and Springer Readingroom contain both journals and text-books published by MIT press on cognitive science and help to learn more about the literature of the subjects that I am absolutely naive in and I still need to study the textbooks before I start to read papers.
1. “How to give a good research talk” says do not conceal problems you know about in your work. What about in a Thesis defense? Should we talk about all the problems that our work has and we are aware from it, or we can include slides (in the end or in future work part) to prove that we knew about these problems and we might have some explanation for them when we are asked about it, but do not try to put emphasis on them so that our work seem more problematic than it is.

This article was a bit old-fashioned about the use of technology but still the guidelines could be generalized and applied on power point slides for example. I think it’s a good idea if they update the paper because managing power point slides is still a big issue for us.
2. How different the final thesis can be from the proposal? Is it a bad sign if it’s different, meaning that the time chosen for presenting the proposal has not been appropriate?

It’s always suggested that we discuss our work with other fellow students and use their ideas but what happens to the protection of people’s and our ideas? Should we give credit to people who had a great impact on our work? And what size of impact is considered to be “great”? (Some suggestions sometimes might change the whole architecture of our work) Is a “Thank you” sentencing in acknowledgment enough or we must put their name as author as well?! And what about protecting our own ideas during discussions? for example when we are stating future works than can be done on something, I feel I’ve been victim in this matter so I really need to know what are the academic regulations.
